PLACECARDS &  SEATING CHARTS 

When preparing placecards 
the following are a few 
guidelines to follow: (1) 
Placecards should be 
presented to the Riverdale 
Manor staff in alphabetical 
order (2) If serving a split 
menu (giving an entrée 
choice) to your guests 
please provide a placecard 
for each individual.  That 
individual’s entrée choice 

should be printed 
somewhere on the 
placecard.  For example: 
 

John Smith ς Table 2 
Chicken 

 

Also, when serving a split 
menu, please provide the 
Riverdale staff with a guest 
list supplying each 
individual’s name and their 

corresponding entrée 
choice.  If you are doing a 
station style or buffet event 
and you would like to create 
a seating chart rather than 
placecards, we simply ask 
that the chart lists your 
guests alphabetically.  This 
makes it easier for each 
guest to find their name and 
corresponding table. 

 

Tables are served in numerical 
order.  Therefore, you should 
have all of the guests of honor 
seated at the lowest numbered 
tables.  For example, parents & 
bridal party should be seated at 
tables 1 though 4. 

 

TABLE NUMBERS 
 

Riverdale Manor supplies table 
numbers and stands for you to 
use.  If you are making your own 
table numbers, they need to be 
large and distinct enough for our 
service staff to be able to view 
them from across the room.  It 
also helps if they are double 
sided.  Some brides choose to 
give their tables a name instead 
of a number.  These tables need 
to also be numbered for our staff 
to properly serve your guests.

After 

the ceremony the Side 

Patio added a fun new 

winter space for cocktails 

and hors d’oeuvres.   

Dinner stations, then 

coffee and dessert, on the 

patio completed the 

evening indoors and out!  

  

The Side Patio will be 

enclosed from late 

October to mid April each 

year adding more 

flexibility and dimension to 

your cool season wedding 

at Riverdale Manor.  As 

part of the pavilion heating 

package you and your 

guests will enjoy the 

heated pavilion and side 

patio, tented enclosure 

between the buildings, 

and weather permitting, 

candle lit lanterns 

throughout the grounds 

and a toasty fire at the 

outdoor fireplace.  In the 

warm weather months the 

enclosure is removed and 

your guests can enjoy the 

rest of Riverdale Manor’s 

gardens and grounds. 

 

October through April (and 

as needed based on the 

weather) the $250.00 heat 

charge will be added to 

the invoice of all clients 

that have scheduled any 

part of their event in the 

pavilion.  You absolutely 

have the choice to not use 

the pavilion but we have 

to make the decision 

about the use of heat. 

The use of heat is based 

upon the predicted low 

temperature during your

event.  If it is predicted to 

be colder than 65 degrees 

for over one-hour expect 

the heat to be used.  We 

will use Accu-

weather.com for zip code 

17602 as our source of 

information.  If your 

wedding rehearsal is 

scheduled in the pavilion 

we will heat the pavilion 

for you at no additional 

charge.  If the weather 

man gets it wrong, and the 

heat is never used for 

your rehearsal, ceremony, 

or reception, we will gladly 

refund the $250.00 charge 

the week following your 

event! 

Due to the nature of the 

structure, we cannot 

guarantee the 

temperature inside the 

pavilion during periods of 

below freezing 

temperatures and or high 

winds.  We absolutely 

make every effort to keep 

guests as comfortable as 

possible.

Many “homebrewers” are 
often not aware of how to 
properly calculate the 
percentage of alcohol of 
the wine or beer that they 
have brewed.  This can 
result in guests becoming 
overly intoxicated and/or 
possibly ill.  If a client 

chooses to feature any 
home brewed offering at 
their event then Riverdale 
Manor will require the 
client to add a “rider” to 
their homeowners or 
renters insurance.  This 
additional insurance will 
protect the client against 
any problems that may 
result from the service of 
homebrew.  You are 
welcome to contact your 
event coordinator for 
additional information 
about what type of liability 
insurance to provide.
